Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit; both now and ever, and unto ages of 

ages. Amen. 

On this day, the all-hymned Queen of all, the Theotokos Mary, spread out her divine, altogether 

luminous and lightning-like veil, and covered all the faithful in her holy house. For even as the 

cloud over the tabernacle of witness guided and comforted Israel of old, so the Mother of God 

now sheltereth the faithful multitude named for Christ. And manifesting her infinite grace, she 

hath distributed it to all the dwellings of the pious. Making now commemoration thereof, let us, 

her faithful servants, cry out with longing as is due: Under thy saving and holy Protection shelter 

us, who faithfully praise thee, O all-hymned Lady, and save our souls.
